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The Chinese School of Classical Studies at Athens (CSCSA) is a
research institution dedicated to the study of Greek civilization
and inter-civilizational exchange. Based in Athens, it promotes
in-depth research, academic cooperation, and dialogue among

Chinese and international scholars. As the first Asian-founded
institution in Greece for classical studies, it also serves as a new

platform for scholarly exchange between China and Greece.
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Program Overview

The Chinese School of Classical Studies at Athens (hereinafter “CSCSA”) has established the Global
Visiting Scholar Program to advance research on classical civilizations and promote exchange and
mutual learning among world civilizations. The Program invites international scholars in classics,
archaeology, and related fields to conduct research as visiting scholar and take part in scholarly
exchange.

Scope of the Call

I Research Areas

The Program welcomes a broad range of research on classical civilizations, with particular interest in,
though not limited to, ancient Greek, ancient Roman, and ancient Chinese civilizations. Projects may
engage such fields as philosophy, history, classical philology, archaeology, art history, the history of
political thought, and cultural heritage studies. Comparative and interdisciplinary research across
civilizations is especially encouraged.

I Eligibility
Applications are invited from faculty members and researchers affiliated with universities, research
institutes, and cultural heritage organizations worldwide.

Fellowship Categories

The Program offers two fellowship categories:

Senior Visiting Scholar Fellowship: For scholars holding senior academic appointments, or with
equivalent qualifications, who have established records of achievement in their fields.

Visiting Scholar Fellowship: For scholars holding positions such as assistant professor or lecturer, as
well as postdoctoral researchers and others with comparable academic qualifications and experience.

Duration of Residence

Residencies may last from three to twelve months. The start date will be determined in consultation
between the CSCSA and the selected scholar.

Scholar Responsibilities

Selected scholars are expected to:

1. comply with the relevant rules and regulations of the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences and the
CSCSA;

2. organize at least one workshop or deliver one academic lecture during the residency; and

3. submit a final report and research outputs at least two weeks before the end of the residency.
Research outputs should be consistent with the expected outcomes set forth in the agreement.

Program Support

The Program provides selected scholars with the following support during their residency:

1. coverage of one round-trip international airfare to Greece;

2. a living stipend for the duration of the residency;

3. office space and basic office facilities, including internet access and printing services; and

4. access to library resources and research opportunities, including participation in field excavations
and the study of archaeological materials.

Application Process

I Application Deadlines

Applications are accepted twice a year, with deadlines of April 30 and October 31. All application
materials must be received by the relevant deadline. The deadline for the first application cycle is
October 31, 2026.

I Application Materials

All application materials must be submitted in English and include:

1. completed application form;

2. curriculum vitae;

3. research proposal;

4. two letters of recommendation.

I Acceptance and Agreement

Selected scholars who accept the fellowship offer in writing within the specified period will sign a
formal agreement with the CSCSA. The agreement will set out the research plan, period of residence,
expected outputs, and the respective rights and responsibilities of both parties.
